• Remember too that the IDW can provide current teachers with de-

tailed score information on previous tests in our rerostered reports 
for teachers. To do so, however, districts must upload their current 
data to BOCES. 

 

 

Thus, any district attempting to measure student growth by seeing changes in proficiency will likely see stu-
dents declining in proficiency as they move from Grade 4 to 5 and increasing in proficiency from Grade 5 to 
6. Does this represent true change, or is it simply an artifact of the State’s proficiency alignment?  When NY 
State test results are published next year, districts can once again use the IDW’s “Performance Level Com-
parison Reports” to measure true change. These reports compare students taking both State exams in consecu-
tive years to check for growth or decline in proficiency. But these reports add a link to the county bench-
mark which allows the user to compare a districtôs or schoolôs growth to the Regionôs growth, thus re-
vealing a standard for comparison. The ELA 5 sample below from 2019 is illustrative.
